St. Josephôs College has a history of over 135 years. It was established by the Christian 

Brothers (De La Salle Brothers) who came to Hong Kong in 1875 upon the request of Bishop 

Raimondi.  

  

The Brothers were entrusted with St. Saviour School in Pottinger Street and St. Lewis 

Reformatory in West Point. They renamed the school as St. Josephôs College in honour of 

the Patron of their Institute. The College was soon recognized by the society and parents for 

the quality of education it provided. It continued to expand until it settled in the present 

premises at Kennedy Road in 1918. For many years the College held classes for Primary 5 

and 6 only. With the rapid growth in numbers of classes in the secondary school after the 

War, the establishing of a separate Primary School on another site was necessary. The 

Education Department offered a site at Morrison Hill which the Brothers accepted. A 

generous Grant from the Government and donations from benefactors and Old Boys 

enabled the Brothers to put up an excellent school building and the school was officially 

opened on December 17, 1968. 

  

The school at present is a bi-session school with P.1 to P.3 in the PM session and P.4 to P.6 

in the AM session.

Lasallian Formation for Teachers 2010-2011 

   

Our Lasallian Formation Team of seven formators was established 

in June 2010, bonding closely with formation teams of all Lasallian 

schools in Hong Kong. It aims to help teachers penetrate deeper into 

St. John Baptist de La Salle's life and gain a better understanding of 

the twelve virtues of a good teacher demonstrated by St. John 

Baptist de La Salle. More importantly, Lasallian teachers play a 

significant role in instilling the Lasallian spirits and values into our 

next generations. 

 

On 13 July 2011, Lasallian Formation Day was organised for 80 teaching staff. The talk on 

Maturing in Personal Power: The Journey of a Leader engaged teachers in in-depth 

reflection through sharing, role play as well as an overview of the life history of St. John 

Baptist de La Salle. In reality, teachers come across different challenges and resolve the 

crisis in daily life teaching or dealing with studentsô problems from time to time. Failure may 

drive teachers to despair sometimes. This was a good opportunity for teachers to gain a 

better understanding of six stages of personal power suggested by Janet Hagberg in her 

book The Critical Journey. The talk on these stages was vividly illustrated by the life history 

of St. John Baptist de La Salle who experienced the six stages from being powerless 

towards mastering power by purpose and wisdom. Meanwhile, some teachers were invited 

to share their real-life experience. Apart from the talk on power, Brother Jeffrey Chan was 

invited to give an hour talk on Discipline in a Lasallian School. He serves as our role model 

to maintain discipline of Lasallian students while touching their hearts, teaching their minds 

and transforming their lives. 
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Part B: Review of Major Concern 

Implementation of Differentiated Instruction (DI) in the classroom 

 

2010-2011 was the second year of which our school implemented the differentiated 

instruction. All teachers from the Chinese, English and Mathematics panels conducted their 

designed lesson plans in a total of 39 classes for the whole school. Every student got the 

opportunities to respond to what the teachers had shaped up for him according to his 

readiness level, interests and preferred model of learning. Though some of the learning 

outcomes did not meet with our expectations, we would endeavor to do our best in modifying 

our plans and improving our teaching so that our students can learn effectively in the 

classrooms regardless of their different abilities.  This year, we have accomplished seven 

tasks and the review is summarized as follows:   

 

Task One: 

Refinement of Lesson Plans (oral and written feedback given by lecturers of HKIED) 

Achievements: 

 

 ̧The lecturersô advice facilitated teachers to identify possible difficulties to be encountered 

in their lessons. 

 ̧The constructive and positive suggestions enabled teachers to refine their lesson plans 

before putting them into practice.  

 ̧The feedback helped define clear objectives for the lesson planning which could excel our 

lessons. 

 ̧Teachers learnt that lesson plans should account for studentsô different abilities. We 

should devise our plans to cater best for every individual.    

         

Reflections and Recommendations: 

 ̧Some of the teachers reflected that the feedback given were not pragmatic because it 

focused mainly on subject matters rather than on DI skills. 

 ̧Some teachers believed that more concrete and specific suggestions may help improve 

the lesson planning. 

 ̧It was agreed that more level-based discussions with the lecturers would be better than 

sitting in a big group because more time could be allocated to each level for tackling 

specific lesson planning details. 

 ̧The English Panel recommended continuously seeking support from Dr. Tong because of 

her outstanding performance.       
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Task Two: 

Further Circulation of Literature on DI and Provision of Related Websites 

Achievements: 

 

 ̧A related booklist and some useful websites had been uploaded onto the school intranet 

such that teachers could get the information easily. 

 ̧The websites and the library reference were resourceful. 

 ̧The chosen literature was appropriate and relevant to our major concern. It helped 

teachers build up the concepts of DI such as mixed ability grouping. 

 ̧Teachers were able to learn more about DI from the teaching resources. 

 

Reflections and Recommendations: 

 ̧It was suggested to provide the reference books at the beginning of the school term so 

that teachers could have ample time to read. 

 ̧DI is theory based, yet it could be made more practical during the process of planning, 

teaching and evaluation.  

 ̧The literature focuses mainly on research and theory. References with more concrete 

examples in teaching strategies are required. 

 ̧There are different schools of theory on DI. The subject panels should study and discuss 

which school of theory we should adopt in order to improve our studentsô learning.  

       

Task Three: 

Implementation of Lesson Plans 

 

Achievements: 

 ̧The teaching ideas have been successfully implemented in general.  

 ̧The task enhanced our planning, teaching and studentsô learning to a certain extent. 

 ̧Teachers were well prepared for the lessons. They applied different teaching strategies 

together with various and graded learning activities for the students which could 

promote a better learning atmosphere in the classroom. 

 ̧The activities designed not only aroused studentsô interests but also enhanced 

student-student interactions.   

 ̧The learning activities helped students build up their self-confidence, cooperative, 

communication, critical thinking and problem solving skills. 

 ̧Students would have a better understanding on concept building by learning through 

activities. 

 ̧Worksheets and activities of various levels were designed for students with different 

capabilities, interests and learning styles.   
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Reflections and Recommendations: 

 ̧To achieve a better learning outcome, students of different abilities should be grouped 

together for the learning activities. 

 ̧Some of the lesson plans focused mainly on the middle and low ability students, the 

capability of more able students was not fully developed.  

 ̧The implementation of DI activities is quite time-consuming, we need to trim the current 

curriculum in order to make room for further improvement. 

 

Task Four: 

Lesson Observation by Lecturers of HKIED/ Peers 

 

Achievements: 

 ̧Some of the comments given by the lecturers of HKIED were constructive and beneficial 

for refining the lesson plans. 

 ̧Evaluation meetings were arranged among lecturers and teachers with in-depth 

discussions on the lessons. 

 ̧Teachers could explore and share ideas about teaching and learning through peer lesson 

observations. This two-way learning process allowed teachers to learn from each other 

so that they could improve their teaching and develop their expertise.   

 ̧Teachers were encouraged to use various teaching strategies and classroom activities to 

make the lessons more vivid and interesting.   

  

Reflections and Recommendations: 

 ̧Despite the observersô friendly and positive attitude, the preparation for lesson 

observation still laid an invisible pressure and burden on all teachers. 

 ̧The lesson planning for the current academic year was done in the previous academic 

year.  Hence, teachers being observed might not be those who involved in lesson 

planning. They might not even be teaching in that subject or level when the planning 

was in progress. Consequently, the teachers being observed, especially those who 

newly joined that particular panel group, might not fully understand the rationale of that 

lesson planning which would affect their teaching performance and studentsô learning 

outcomes. 

 ̧It was advised that the observers should not ask teachers to alter the lesson plans 

immediately before the lessons. If there is a must to revise the plan, the teachers being 

observed should be informed well in advance. 

 ̧The lesson plan is a guideline for teaching only. Teachers should be granted with more 

flexibility in the sequence of teaching within a lesson.    
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Task Five: 

Oral Feedback and Lesson Observation Reports from Lecturers of HKIED 

 

Achievements: 

 ̧The English Panel received prompt written reports from DR. Tong. Teachers could make 

reflections and evaluations to their lessons while memory was still fresh. 

 ̧Teachers could make use of the practical suggestions to refine the lesson plans.  

 ̧The remarks in the reports let teachers realize their teaching performance and studentsô 

learning outcomes.  

 ̧The oral feedback of students with different abilities could provide a wider perspective for 

lesson evaluation. 

 

Reflections and Recommendations: 

 ̧All lesson observation reports should be made ready to the teachers as soon as possible.  

 ̧The feedback focused mostly on subject matters. It was suggested that comments on the 

application of DI skills are more essential.    
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Task Six: 

Subject-level Evaluation Meeting 

 

Achievements: 

 ̧The level-based evaluations gave teachers a good opportunity to share their experiences 

and views on DI teaching. 

 ̧After lesson observations, teachers discussed the shortcomings of the lesson plans and 

made suitable amendments. 

 ̧Issues on teaching approaches, studentsô behavior or classroom management etc were 

brought forward to discussion so as to facilitate future lesson planning. 

 

Reflections and Recommendations: 

 ̧The meeting was useful and should be kept as a practice. 

 

Task Seven: 

Post Lesson Observation Sharing Session on 11/3 

 

Achievements: 

 ̧It provided a chance for cross-level sharing. 

 ̧Teachers could learn a variety of DI approaches from different subject panels and levels. 

Some of the techniques might be useful for next cycleôs planning.    

 ̧Sharing session undoubtedly could help teachers to review and to improve.   

  

Reflections and Recommendations: 

 ̧It was suggested that the sharing session should be done on subject basis because some 

teachers might not be familiar with the topics of other subject panels. 

 ̧The presenters should focus on how to apply DI approaches in the lessons rather than 

putting too much emphasis on introducing the whole lesson flow. 
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Part C: Learning and Teaching 

 Our school always strives to provide quality education for our students. At our school, the 

interests of the students always come first. This is also one of the fundamental principles of 

the current education reform. We focus on helping students to learn how to learn and to 

facilitate an all-rounded development, which literally is the main objective of our school 

curriculum.

The school invested great effort and time in promoting a healthy reading culture. There was 

Reading Corner in the covered playground before school and during recess in AM session 

and PM session respectively. Reading Club was conducted every Saturday for upper 

primary where Parental Guided Reading Scheme was implemented. There were also two 

story-mum sessions for P.1 and P.2 students this year.  

 

To give a sense of gravity to developing good reading habits, all students participated in the 

ó423 Reading Dayô. They brought their own books and read for twenty minutes in class that 

day. Students in lower primary were recommended to read Andersonôs books on that day. A 

range of interesting follow-up activities, such as ⁭ᴓ ᶈ , , ⁭ᴵ

 were designed for P.1 ï P.3 students in order to enhance their interest in reading. 

Besides, ñJunior Standardò (P.5 ï P.6) and ñGoodiesò (P.2 ï P.4) were subscribed to 

enhance studentsô social awareness and language exposure. To encourage students to 

read more extensively, new books would be recommended to students on the display board 
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in the yard, and also in the library, and Chinese and English Book Report Competitions were 

held regularly in upper primary. In order to make reading more lively and vivid, a variety of 

activities such as role-play were provided to P.5 & P.6 students who enrolled in the Saturday 

Reading Buddies Program run by the SJC students. Reading Ambassador Scheme (ẩ

ᵟ ᴵⁿ) was carried out for all P.1 ï P.3 students where students were encouraged to 

recommend books on all subjects to their classmates. Moreover, all students in P.4 ï P.6 

had to do ᴓ  (a yearly reading record of 25 books), and all the students in school 

needed to finish  (a reflection on 10 books) during the summer holidays. Students 

are also encouraged to go to the Book Exhibition held at the Wanchai Convention Centre 

every year, and are awarded upon submission of their proof of visit. 17 students were 

recruited into the Book Selection Board and chose good and interesting books for their peers 

in a Bookshop in Wanchai. The books were then introduced to other students at the Morning 

Reading Corner. Last but not least, a visit to the Multi-media Archive of the Central Library 

was arranged for Primary Four students this year so as to keep them abreast of the latest 

research methods and skills.  

 

Reading also played a very significant role in regular curriculum. In library lessons, students 

were equipped with library skills and reading strategies to read with confidence and efficacy. 

P.2 students even completed a mini project on visiting public libraries. Students were asked 

to visit one of the local libraries and to apply for a library card. They then had to use their own 

library cards to borrow books. All lower primary students had to borrow one book from the 

school library once a week. They also had a bag of books to take home which included two 

English and two Chinese storybooks every week, and the DEAR Scheme Reading 

Programme was carried out in three phases this year.  

 

In English subject, apart from the regular readers (ñWide Range Readersò), extended 

readers based on different text types were used to support writing in upper and lower 

primary. This was to ensure that students had ample input before writing. Besides, books 

related to the theme-based curriculum were used to build up consolidation activities in NET 

lessons.  

 

During long holidays, students were assigned storybooks to read, which were consolidated 

by written exercises. In lower primary, students were assigned to read one English, one 

Chinese storybook and some short stories for home-reading. In General Studies, students 

were provided with a list of reference books to read in order to finish their GS I & II projects in 

upper primary. Furthermore, science reference books related to the topics taught in Science 

lessons were circulated among the students so as to enkindle their interest in further 

exploration on the topics. To develop a habit of reading the newspaper, students were 
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encouraged to read the newspaper every day, which was to be fortified with the current affair 

sharing session at the Monday Assembly and the Inter-class Current Affairs Competition. In 

lower primary, all students were required to present a news report in front of the class and 

óBest Journalist Certificatesô were awarded to three students in each class at the end of the 

school term. 

 

On the ground floor, an English room was set up and managed by our NETs. It was opened 

daily before school for all students. During this time students were able to enjoy reading a 

variety of English books independently. The NET also conducted some storytelling sessions 

for students. P.3 students were trained to be English Ambassadors to assist the NET. The 

room was well received by students. 

 

 

Information Technology in Education 

  

Basically, IT facilitates learning and teaching in various aspects in our school. This year, all 

students in lower and upper primary joined the E-learning platform, ó῎ᶒᴋ ô. On top of that,  

the lower primary also joined óFun English Learning Schemeô. The hit rates in these two 

E-learning platforms were encouraging. This year our school was awarded the óEnglish 

Listening and Speaking Championship 2010-2011 Outstanding School Award (Wanchai 

District)ô.  

 

Besides, all P.1 and P.2 students had the chance to compose a short piece of music and 

doing sound projects using computer software. In upper primary, students made good use of 

the search engine to gather information for their projects and homework. They could also 

use the skills they learnt in CL lessons such as developing a webpage, powerpoint 

presentation, drawing to finish their projects and assignments. They also employed useful 

websites such as the BBC pronunciation website to learn to pronounce the IPA symbols on 

their own. Moreover, there are Mathematics exercises of different levels on the School 

Intranet and various useful learning websites were provided for students to visit at home. 
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This is also an important area of self-directed learning.  

 

Finally, students were encouraged to record a self performance in Putonghua during the 

summer holiday and bring the video back to school in September. All videos were uploaded 

to the school website and students were invited to watch and vote for the best performance 

video. 

 

Project Learning 

  

Project learning took place in all levels with different topics in forms of individual work, pair 

work or group work. There were projects in General Studies, Music, and VA, which were a 

spiral integration of different generic skills and research skills. The projects were mainly 

designed to develop studentsô collaborative, communicative, problem-solving, critical 

thinking and creativity skills. The GS projects in both upper and lower primary, linking up with 

other subjects like VA, CL and Language, helped students find out solutions to problems by 

means of excursions, visits, workshops, trial an error experiments, survey, interviews etc. In 

Science project, the products (models) of the students were displayed and presented to all 

teachers and students on the Science Exhibition Day so that knowledge previously learnt 

could be reinforced and good learning products shared and recognized. 
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Moral and Civic Education 

  

Apart from academic excellence, our students were required to have good moral standards 

and values which were incorporated into both our hidden and regular disciplines. The 

assorted inter-class competitions in sports, language, arts etc helped to develop studentsô 

inter-personal skills, collaborative skills, sportsmanship, and most importantly, the positive 

attitude towards success and failures. Furthermore, the Personal Development Program run 

by our SGT, SGP and the class teachers covered almost all the areas contributing to the 

development of a young childôs mind and presence. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

In lower primary, the core values and attitudes: perseverance, responsibility, respect for 

others, national identity, commitment, care for others and integrity were emphasized. A new 

programme, óLove our life planting activityô ( Ṇ ) was conducted which aimed 

to encourage students to value and treasure their lives as they took care of the plants. In 

order to sustain studentsô positive behaviour, a comprehensive formative assessment 

system was adopted. This assessment system consisted of two parts. Firstly, a record form 

was used to reinforce good behaviour. Stamps were given to commend good behaviour. 

With the accumulation of three stamps in a month, a sticker was awarded on studentsô 

discipline card. In order to obtain the discipline award, students 

must successfully accumulate ten stickers by the end of the 

school year. Secondly, another record form was used to 

encourage students to do their MAV worksheets diligently and 

with care. All good work was awarded with stamps. Students 

with twenty-eight stamps or above on this record form would 

receive a certificate of outstanding performance. In addition, a 

talk on óWho is our neighbour?ô given by a Caritas social worker 

was held for P.1-P.3 students on the Lenten Activity Day. It 

aimed to cultivate a loving heart into our boys and they were 

encouraged to show their love to the needy. 
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In upper primary, Moral and Civic Education 

lessons were conducted throughout the year 

to discuss and study emergent social 

problems with the students so that they 

understand the impact of the problems on their 

growth and handle them properly. A Drama 

Appreciation Session on ñCyber Crimeò was 

arranged for P.4-P.6 students this year, where 

they were taught how to avoid being bullied 

and deceived on the Internet through a funny 

and enjoyable drama presentation. Besides, a 

lyrics translation competition on the song ñDonôt Laugh at Meò was held to help them 

understand the vice of bullying and the importance of respecting others. ñClass of the Weekò 

and ñSelf-Enhancement Profileò launched this year enabled the students to set goals to 

enhance themselves in self-discipline and self-management skills. The yearly talk organized 

by  guided the youngsters how to choose their friends. To substantiate their concern 

through actions, students of all levels were encouraged to participate in the ñDress Special 

Dayò and devote their food and allowances to charity such as the Food Bank, the 

Community Chest etc.  

 

In compliance with the school policies of ñHealthy School Lifeò 

and ñHealthy Livingò, a booklet named ñSunshine Josephiansò 

was designed for boys in lower and upper primary. Parents and 

teachers wrote positive encouragement in the booklet to help the 

boys improve themselves in many different aspects. Students 

were encouraged to write their feelings about themselves, their 

schoolmates, or the school on a paper cut into the shape of a 

sunflower. Their works were hung in the yard for display and 

sharing. ñFruit Dayò was also organized to arouse the studentsô 

awareness of the everyday habit of eating fruit. 

 

In extra-curricular activities, the Environmental Protection 

Ambassadors Scheme, Community Youth Club, Cub Scout, 

Grasshoppers, Red Cross all helped to nurture our students to be 

a civic-minded person. To cater for a better transition from 

primary school to secondary school, the school arranged a 

workshop for P.6 graduates to help them accommodate changes 

and orientate them towards the needs of secondary schooling. 
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Others 

A comprehensive and well-balanced curriculum was designed to provide students with an 

all-round education. This included offering a wide variety of learning experiences ranging 

from classroom learning to authentic situations in the local community.  

 

This was the third year we had participated in the school-based curriculum development 

support service which aimed to excel our Mathematics and Chinese curriculum in PM and 

AM session respectively. Through regular meetings, a wide range of learning activities such 

as hand-on tasks, class discussion was designed. It further cultivated teachersô culture of 

sharing and professional development. It was observed that students were more eager to 

learn and participated actively in the learning process. 

 

In October, an activity day on óLove the World Å Love our 

Homeô was held for P.1 ï P.3 students. On this day, a 

series of activities were conducted to arouse studentsô 

awareness in animals and environmental protection. In 

April, P.3 students participated in another activity day ï 

ñDisney Youth Education Programsò. In this program, 

students found that learning was fun in an exciting 

environment of Hong Kong Disneyland where their 

creativity and inspiration were ignited. In April, 

ñPutonghua Dayò designed for P.1 ï P.6 students aimed at 

creating a Putonghua speaking environment for our 

students. Activities including a Mandarin skit, a variety 

show, PTH Ambassadors and interviews by student 

reporters gave our students a chance to exhibit their talents in different representations and 

use the language in authentic situations.  

 

Three Green and White Junior Concerts were held in the second term. The concerts aimed 

to provide a platform for our students to display their diversified musical talents. This was 

also a chance to enhance studentsô interest in music training. Our school percussion band 

which consists of P.2 and P.3 boys was invited to perform in the Green and White Concert in 

July. To further enhance their exposures to various musical presentations, a large group from 

the A.M. session enrolled on the 5-day 2011 International Choral Jazz and Mass 

Participating Musiking Festival to share musical knowledge and performance experiences 

with other school children, locally and overseas. Furthermore, the Chinese Instrumental 

Ensemble was first introduced to the A.M. session this year to provide more opportunities for 

students of different musical potentials.

In P.5, the Outward Bound Programme in July was a 5-day 4-night program which helped 

enhance social skills, endurance and leadership, and challenge mental and physical 

strength by means of a wide range of indoor and outdoor activities. Moreover, a 4-day 

3-night Graduation Camp for P.6 students jointly organized by our school and the Hong Kong 

University of Science and Technology is a custom-made educational camp that the 

university had ever organized for a primary school in Hong Kong. The camp allowed 

students to experience a new dimension of studying Science and Mathematics through 

experiments, games, hands-on tasks, competitions, group discussions and Q & A sessions.  
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Part D: Student Support 

In line with our school mission to care for every student with 

different backgrounds and abilities, a whole-school policy on 

supporting student development has been adopted to meet 

studentsô needs. Our teachers, the Student Guidance Team 

and the Parent-Teacher Association have contributed their 

invaluable effort in carrying out various kinds of services, 

programmes and activities which are favourable for studentsô 

healthy growth and development.   

  

Programmes catering for students with different diversities:  

  

1. Informal Curriculum for Talented Students 

Informal curriculum with high-challenge learning tasks such as the LEAD Project, Odyssey 

of the Mind, Mathematics Olympiad, Scrabble Mania and Robochallenge Programme were 

organized for more able students. Students were found more confident and interested in 

their learning by attaining good achievements from the programmes. 

  

2. Remedial Groups for Less Advanced Students 

For the less able groups, remedial classes of English, Chinese and Mathematics were 

conducted before/after school.  Tasks and worksheets of appropriate level were also 

designed for them in order to facilitate their learning. 

  

3. Special Programmes conducted by the Student Guidance Team 

The Student Guidance Team planned and implemented different programmes to help 

students realize their potentials and become healthy and happy individuals.  There were 

three main programmes, the Personal Development Programme, the Whole School 

Approach Guidance Project and the Josephian Scheme, and many individual counselling 

sessions, workshops and seminars to foster student development. 

  

Personal Development Programme  

 

This Programme aimed at helping students to understand themselves better, to have better 

relationship with others, and to learn more effectively.  There were 8 lessons for P.1 ï P.3 

students and 10 lessons for P.4 ï P.6 students.  During these lessons, students were 

helped to understand concepts, develop values and learn skills on domains like ethics, 

intellect, physique, social skills, aesthetics, sex and emotion. 
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 The year-end survey found that more than 95% of students regarded the Programme 

interesting and rewarding.  About 88% agreed that the Programme had helped them to 

understand themselves more and that they had grasped the concepts and learned the skills 

taught in the lessons.   

 

Whole School Approach Guidance Project  

This year was the second stage of the three-year programme.  Last year, the Project 

focused on social health, helping students to become courteous, considerate, caring and 

convivial individuals.  This year, the Project, entitled ñSunshine Josephiansò, was on 

psychological health, which aimed at helping students to cultivate a positive life attitude.  

 

There were four phases in this yearôs Project. 

Phase 1:  Care for others  

  Students practised the virtue of being caring and considerate through the Caring 

Ambassadors Scheme by taking turns to be Caring Ambassadors and filling in the 

Sunshine Josephians Booklet their praiseworthy behavior in their daily life. 

Phase 2:  Think positive  

  Students were asked to collect true life stories of themselves, friends, schoolmates 

or strangers who never gave up in the face of adversity, and to learn to be 

courageous and perseverant when in difficulty. 

Phase 3:  Cope with adversity  

  Students were taught different skills to overcome difficulties.  Different scenarios 

were then given to them to apply these skills to solve problems.  

Phase 4:  Sunshine in the campus  

  Students were asked to write some of their strengths and/or virtues on paper 

flowers which were hung over the covered playground. 

 

The year-end survey showed that more than 90% of students agreed that they had become 

more caring and considerate people, and were more willing to help those in need.  They 

also remarked that they were more willing to face difficulties and try to tackle the problems.  

About 95% of parents found that their children had become more caring and positive, and 

were able to face and tackle difficult situations.  The support from teachers was also 

encouraging. Most of them agreed that the Project was able to achieve its aims, giving an 

average score of 4.6 out of a total of 6.  
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Josephian Scheme  

This Scheme aimed at helping students to tackle the problems and difficulties they would 

encounter in their school life.  Target students included Specific-learning-difficulties 

students, non-Cantonese students and those who had emotional/behavioral problems or 

lacked motivation.  They learned different skills to improve their learning ability and hence 

raise their sense of achievement.  

 

According to the survey, participants of the various groups were very satisfied with the 

Scheme, expressing that they could improve themselves through the lessons.  They gave 

an average rating of 3.7 out of a total of 4 to the different groups of the Scheme. 

 

Individual Counselling Sessions  

Troubled students were taught how to deal with their individual learning, emotional and 

behavioural problems.  In particular, SEN students were identified at an early stage for 

treatment.   

  

Workshops and Seminars  

A total of 4 workshops and seminars were held for students to help them aware of common 

problems at a certain life stage and to equip them the skills to deal with these problems.  4 

seminars for parents were also held to raise their awareness and sharpen their skills in 

helping the students. 

 

Support Service for SEN students  

 

It is the policy of the EDB to integrate students with SEN into mainstream. Our school 

provides a caring, supportive and harmonious environment for students with special needs.  

To help SEN students, the Student Guidance Team collaborated with external organizations 

to support students with special educational needs. The SGT organized different small 

groups through Josephian Scheme to help them improve their attentiveness, confidence, 

body coordination, memory, etc. There were also small groups for Autism, Asperger 

Syndrome and their parents. SEN students were identified at an early stage and given 

individual counseling sessions. Teachers, SGP and SGT frequently discussed studentsô 

academic and behavioral difficulties with parents. They then took appropriate measures and 

continuously followed up the cases. Case conferences were held at regular intervals to 

discuss the studentsô progress.  

 

To encourage SEN students to adapt to the mainstream curriculum, our teachers also made 

necessary adjustments and interventions in their assessment. These included special 
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arrangements for Tests and Examinations, special marking strategy for Dictation, Special 

Seating Arrangement in the classrooms, etc.  

 

Students with Speech Problems  

 

To cater for students with speech deficit, the school worked with the Speech Therapy 

Section of the EDB as well as a Speech Service Organization. Advice was made by the staff 

of the EDB while assessments for students were done by a Speech Therapist.  Ten training 

sessions were carried out in the A.M. Session.  For students in P.M. Session, teachers 

worked collaboratively with parents and the practice was home-school co-operation base.  

 

To improve the support for students with speech deficit, our school had successfully applied 

for the Enhanced Speech Therapy Fund. Starting from the next academic year, the speech 

therapy service will be provided by suitable service providers.  

 

Support by the SJPS Parent-Teacher Association Limited (PTA) 

  

As an indispensible partner, the PTA always renders their full support and help to conduct a 

wide range of meaningful and enlightening activities for our students, parents and teachers. 

Fund raisings help generate more resources for the school and hence the studentsô learning 

environment is improved. In order to strengthen the home-school communication, the PTA 

always collects parentsô views by different means and takes appropriate follow-up actions for 

the well being of the students. Its official Newsletter not only reports the activities held every 

year, but also provides a channel for parents and students to convey their views and 

opinions.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

In 2010-2011, ñSunshine Josephians ò was the main theme in each activity launched by the 

PTA. The aim of the theme was to arouse studentsô awareness of their sense of belonging to 
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their alma mater. By engaging in the activities, 

students could build up positive values and 

attitude towards life. Same as the previous years, 

the PTA conducted a series of activities like 

Parent-Also Appreciate-Teachers Drive, Annual 

General Meeting, Family Fun Day, Outings, P.6 

Graduation Dinner Party, Seminars, Talks etc. In 

the meantime, the committee also gave a 

helping hand in the school lunch arrangements 

for our first batch of P.6 whole day schooling students in the upcoming school year. Without 

their concerted efforts, the above accomplishments could not be achieved.         

  

As a whole, the PTA plays an important role in supporting student development. Through 

studentsô and parentsô co-participation in the activities together with the teachers, the 

student-parent-teacherôs relation is further strengthened and hence the home-school 

cooperation is promoted. 
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Part E: Student Performance 

Our students performed well both in academic and non-academic areas. 

In the past academic year, the overall performance in the internal assessments, tests, and 

examinations was good. Students also attained good achievements in TSA and Pre-S1, and 

their efforts were reflected in the SSPA in which most of the students continued their studies 

in EMI secondary schools. 

Apart from this, our students also participated in a wide variety of extra-curricular activities 

organized by school and inter-school competitions held by different organizations. They 

showed their talent in various areas as they got extraordinary performance in different 

inter-school competitions.
